Gambo DB for OOTP 9

Basic Information (July 2008)

This database will work as best intended using the “rate players based on neutralized statistics” option in OOTP 2009.

For those new to the game the concept of this database is to include every player and still correct the flaws of importing in OOTP. In addition to this, because the purpose of OOTP is to manage a team as players develop during their entire career, it will import players according to when they actually made their pro-debut as opposed to their major league debut, and at ratings according to their age.

For best results in OOTP 2009 this package includes 1 full database and another various files which can be renamed for the database to be adjusted to your liking.

How is the database created?

To come up with the “debut” numbers I used OOTP basic ability scale for AAA-Rookie League player adjustment modifiers. A players BA will be 85% if they spent 1 year in the minors, 80% for two years and so on to 60% for 5 or more years. Their other stats are adjusted accordingly.
For players who missed entire season I have averaged the season before and after the season they missed.
What settings are the best to use with this database?

I recommend when using this database to include minor leagues. When using the reserve roster system teams are less likely to hold on to younger players who have yet to develop. This results in the more frequent releasing and subsequent retirement of future all-stars. I also recommend that the way the game assesses players be changed. The default is 50% ratings, 30% current year, 15% previous and 5% two years previous. I have used a 40-30-20-10 to give a more “human” feel the player assessment. Also, when using the “recalc each year feature” the 3-year setting is best.

This is the latest version of my database. These are the list of additions/changes which I have made for the 2008 version. I would like to thank Microsoft for letting Excel 2008 increase the amount of lines per worksheet.

*Keep in mind this database is designed to be used only with the neutralized statistics option.

1. Updates/Information
a. The database has been adjusted to use only one directory. There is no need for cutting and pasting to prevent fake stat lines from showing up in your league. Now, minor league seasons and missing years will appear solely as 0’d stat lines.

b. If you want to use career average fielding statistics (e.g. Pete Rose will be rated as a 2B,1B,3B and OF every season) simply delete the fielding.csv and fielding0F.csv file and replace with the neutralized versions of each.

i. This will be the only time you will possibly want to do cut and paste for the years prior to your start date. Without cutting and pasting the previous seasons fielding and fieldingOF statistics the career fielding totals for players will display as incorrect in your league.

c. If you would like to play without Negro Leaguers and Major Leaguers debuting as Negro Leaguers (e.g. Hank Aaron in 1952 as a Free Agent instead of 1953 with the Braves) simply replace the existing Master.csv file with the MLB only master.csv file.

This is the latest version of my database. These are the list of additions/changes which I have made for the 2008 version. I would like to thank Microsoft for letting Excel 2008 increase the amount of lines per worksheet.

There is not enough difference whereas if you were using my previous database you will not be able to continue with this one instead but there may be some conflicts. Duplicate/skipped players will be rare if any in your league (and will only affect one year)

(An example of this is the Mark Lansing factor, in previous databases I used his import year as the year the Marlins signed him. Instead now it will be the year he was signed by the Independent Miami team)
1. Updates

a. The statistics have fully been reworked from scratch for all players through 2007.

b. Players are now more accurately assigned to the team they were with as of opening day for that year. (If a player signed April 1st, but the the team they started with played their 1st game March 30th then they will import as a free agent) I checked the schedules for every team when I did this.
c. Fixed ALL players who played in both Japan and the Majors Leagues with their MLE’s for the years in Japan. Players who started their career in Japan will still import as a rookie Free Agent when their career started in Japan. This has been updated for 2006 and 2007 MLB rookies.

d. Tweaked the statistics for players who played in the Majors and Negro leagues where needed.

i. The Negro League stats I previously used are now adjusted to be midway between AAA and MLB. I did this after doing some research and determining that they seemed to be rated a bit too high.
e. Managers who didnt make the majors will have their stats more realistically depicted according to their best available minor league statistics
i. Gave stat lines to new managers from 2006 and 2007 who never made the majors such as Manny Acta, Gonzalez.

f. Lines up correctly the proper organizational coding for all players. (No more players importing as a free agent because I have them coded for Atlanta when the team was still in Milwaukee)

g. Federal League stats have been adjusted to be the equivalent of AAA
2. Additions

a. I added 85 minor leaguers with their MLE’s. This list includes every top ten draft pick from 1978-2000 who didn’t make the majors (incl. Brien Taylor), 1984 Olympic players (incl. Flavio Alfaro), multi sport athletes (incl. John Elway) and for now two players who played in Japan but not the Majors (Gene Bacque and Bobby Marcano), prospects from the Yankees (incl. Chris Cumberland) and some players I have had the pleasure of growing up with, playing with or coaching from the New York area (incl Sammy Rodriguez). I had planned on adding some Japanese stars but did not include due to time constraints.
i. I know many may not want these players in their leagues so all that needs to be done is open the Master.csv in the Import and Yearly directory and delete each player line after 17044. Note the master file also has numerous players who played in Japan but are not from there. These players do not have player codes or stat lines so they can be discregarded. If you want to pick and choose who you want delete only the lines you wish to remove.

3. Future Plans
a. I am going to stop with this for a while so I am not going to make any future plans. I would like however, in the future to add more minor leaguers and Japanese players but I do not know if I will do this. Any future updates will be minor additions to facilitate 2008 and on rookies.

Gambo 2007 OOTP DB ver 2.10


This is a small update which fixes players importing as free agents during seasons which they did not play.


Also, managers who played minor league baseball but never reached the majors will now import as players in the organizations they began with in the season they made their minor league debut. There are approximately 40 who have been edited.

4. I have included 50 Negro Leaguers who never played in the majors. A list of these players is included in the bottom of this readme. (These players are the same as those from Arod/Garlons DB and have been used with their permission).

5. Players who played in the Negro Leagues and the Major Leagues (57 total) now import when they turned 21 or if they signed their 1st contracts with major league teams before that age where given 1 year for their Negro League tenure.

6. I have also added in seasons for numerous players who played in both Japan and the Major Leagues. These players have been given stats based on the major league equivalencies for their actual Japanese seasons. Examples of these players are Ichiro Suzuki, Karl Rhodes, Orestes Destrade, etc. These Japanese seasons are given stat lines in both the Import and Yearly versions of the database. So their ML equivalencies will appear in the “Real Stats” tab.

This update includes numerous corrections from the earlier versions. Players who played in the negro leagues and the major leagues now import when they signed their 1st contracts with major league teams. (Jackie Robinson will now import in 1946 and not 1942 as with ver 1.5)

The changes from the Beta version of this database are the addition of correct profession debut dates for an addition 1000+ players; specifically from before 1965. (Players include Joe Dimaggio, Johnny Sain, etc.)

Using this database OOTP will import players whether they were in the majors or minor leagues and assign them properly to their correct organizations.

Here is a rundown of the changes made to create this database…

Changes from previous Gambo DBs

Negro Leaguers have been removed.

No Longer a career average DB.

No Longer division between players who pitched and played other positions regularly (e.g. Babe Ruth)

Future Updates

I would like to in the future release another version of the database which expands upon the features I already include such as. Japanese stars who never played Major League Ball such as Saduhara Oh. I would also like to include more minor leaguers such as managers who never reached the majors (Jim Leyland), bomb draft picks (Brien Taylor) or intriguing players (Michael Jordan, Garth Brooks).

I have absolutely no time line on this addon.
